Mr. Greg Craven, Arlington Village Councilman and Chairman of the Parks and Recreation Committee addressed the Board
regarding Price Field and the village’s current intentions. Mr. Russell and Mr. Pepple arrived at the meeting.

The minutes of the September 24, 2009 Board meeting and the financial report for September were approved as printed.
The Board approved the five year forecast.

The following items were approved by Board resolution: approve employment for the 2009-2010 school year to Peggy
Burnett, Dodi Newcomer, and Pam Pepple substitute aides; accept the Ohio Operating Standards for Ohio Educational
Agencies Serving Children with Disabilities; approve FMLA leave for Andrea Barger, Michelle Goldsmith, and Vicky Ginter;
approve to remove from inventory and dispose of a popcorn popper, Tag #001678; approve the out-of-state trip for Mr.
Sorensen and the Arlington All Brass Marching Band and Mr. Basinger and the Arlington Choir to Washington D.C. April 28
through May 2, 2010; approve the purchase of 30 Netbooks not to exceed $13,000 and to be purchased with REAP Funds;
approve the following supplemental contracts: Nick Inbody, Jr. Varsity Boys' Basketball; Mike Inbody, Volunteer Boys’
Basketball; Steve Inbody, Jr. High Boys’ Basketball; Bill Bateson, Jr. High Boys’ Basketball; Doug Oates, Freshmen Boys’

permission to participate in the Ohio School District Credit Enhancement Program; approve the resolution providing for the
issuance and sale of bonds in the maximum principal amount of $570,000 for the purpose of paying costs of installations,
moadifications, and remodeling of school buildings to conserve energy.

HIGH SCHOOL GUIDANCE — MRS. AMY KUBLY

Unemployment rates are high with no end in sight and the overall picture of our economy is shaky at best. As the guidance
counselor, | also feel the pressure of wondering what jobs will be out there for our graduates. What do | recommend to our
students? | have and will continue to stress to the high school students the importance of choosing wisely what they pursue
as a career after graduation from Arlington. 1 still firmly believe every student should obtain a skill and this does not
necessarily mean they have to attend a four year college. There are fantastic tech schools, community colleges and
apprenticeships that may give them a better and higher paying job than they could receive from a four year college/university.
| have an incredible amount of information in the guidance office and would love to help guide both parents and students into
making the best choice possible. Remember that | have evening office hours the first Monday of each month until 8:00 P.M.
Also, a good time for interested families to see me is during parent-teacher conferences November 19, 23 and 24.

| am in the process of developing a guidance web page. This will provide both the students and parents relevant information
regarding scholarships, majors, colleges, testing, financial aid etc.

It's time for me to nudge the seniors into getting their college applications sent in. A final decision on a college does not
typically have to be made until May 1 when a deposit is required. Because each school has a different deadline, | encourage
the students to get applications in by December 1. If the applications are being sent through the mail, | can send the
application with their transcript. Most students will choose to apply online and that will require the transcript being sent
separately, but it is important to request this from the guidance office. Remember that some schools will waive the
application fee if done online.

Our Advisory Groups seem to be a huge success so far! All ninth through twelfth graders are meeting at least once monthly
with their advisor for the main purpose of additional support. | have heard wonderful comments from both the students and
the advisors.

The high school students prepare their “Career Portfolios” during their English classes. This book will contain their diploma,
transcript, resume, career narrative, an employability skills paper, letters of recommendations, scholarships, and awards
received from all activities since ninth grade. Parents can help by rounding up all newspaper clippings, awards, etc. form
their student’s high school years.



Miami University will again offer free tuition for those students who come from a family whose combined income is less that
$35,000. Please contact me for further information.

The PLAN Test will be administered to the sophomores the morning of November 12. This test is similar to the ACT test that
most students will be taking as a junior. The most significant reason to take the test, in my opinion, is to help the kids know
where they need to improve in the areas tested: math, English, science and reading. This is a great way to introduce the
students to this type of test and will also predict their ACT scores based on the results. Career information will also be
included when the results are given.

The Millstream Cooperative and Technology Center representatives will be coming to Arlington to introduce their programs to
all of out sophomores on November 12" The interested sophomores and freshman (cosmetology students only) will then
visit Millstream on December 2. There will also be an open house for students and parents following the visitation on
December 6. Information will be coming home following the Millstream visit.

Once again we are in the process of choosing a sophomore to attend the four day HOBY Leadership Training in the spring.
Our representatives from last year, Taylor Marquart and Rachel Steinman will speak with the sophomores about this
wonderful opportunity next week. HOBY is looking for students who have a desire to learn leadership skills and meet new
people. Interested students have been asked to let me know by December 15 and we will then select a representative from
Arlington. Please contact me if you have any questions.

Each winter the various schools in the county schedule a financial aid night specifically for junior and senior parents to
discuss financing a college education. The FAFSA application will also be discussed along with the many ways to attain
scholarships, grants and loans. The following schools will have financial nights:

1. McComb High School December 7 at 6:30 in the auditorium.
2. Arlington High School January 4 at 6:30 in the auditorium.
3. Findlay High School January 6 at 7:00 in the auditorium

4. Liberty Benton High School  January 13 at 7:00 in the cafetorium

All juniors should take the ACT test at least once this year. | recommend waiting until February, April or June because the
students have, by then, completed more class material and hopefully will attain higher scores. This test, or the SAT, is
required for admission at most four year colleges. The ACT test will be given February 6 at Owens Community College and
Findlay High School and on April 10 and June 12 at Owens, Findlay High School and Liberty Benton. The registration
packets are in the guidance office. The ACT test has a writing test that is an addition to the regular test and is optional. This
is called the “ACT Assessment Plus Writing.” The Writing Test is optional based on postsecondary schools’ policies. No
changes are being made in the four current ACT tests or in the scores currently reported. The ACT Writing Test will provide
information to compliment what is already provided by the ACT English Test. The combined results from both tests will
provide information about students’ understanding of standard written English and their ability to produce a direct sample of
writing. The 2009-2010 application is $32.00. If the student also takes the Writing Test, the fee is $47.00. Students who take
the Writing Test will receive all the same scores that students who do not take the Writing Test receive. In addition, students
who take the Writing Test will receive:

1. A scaled score, ranging from 1-36, that reflect their performance on the Writing Test and the English Test combined.

2. A Writing Test subscore ranging from 2-12 that reflects performance on the Writing Test.

To see if a college requires a Writing Test, check online at www.actstudent.org for a list of these institutions.

How does a student choose a major? This is a horribly difficult and stressful decision for many high school students and, a
decision that does not have to be set in stone. Throughout the high school years, | have the kids take career interest tests
which give them ideas on their abilities, values and interests. With this information, the kids match careers according to their
reported abilities, values and interests. Another great way to help with this decision, especially if the student has some
majors in mind, is to job shadow. The juniors and seniors will all be job shadowing this winter, but | stress it in the earlier
years as well. Most employers welcome students into their workplace and it is a wonderful opportunity to actually see a
particular career in action.
