
 
 
TO FIND READING COUNTS TITLES FOR YOUR CHILD 
 
Click on Ft. Recovery’s Media’s Webpage 
(http://www.noacsc.org/mercer/fr/FRHS/LMC/media.htm) 
 
Find the Online Card Catalog  
heading on the left.  
 
 
 
 
Click on Elementary/Middle School for students in grades 1-8. 
Click on High School for Students in grades 9-12. 
 
This will take you to the Online Card Catalog 
Screen.  Click on the orange arrow. 
“Go to Cat” 
 
 
 
 
This will bring up the following page. 
 
In the search box type in  
Reading Counts 3 
The number represents what grade your 
child is enrolled. 
For example: 
Type in:  Reading Counts 1                  
for students in 1st grade. 
Type in:  Reading Counts 2                  
for students in 2nd grade. 
Exception for high school: Type in:  
Reading Counts High            
for students in grades 9-12. 
 
Then click on “All Fields tab.”  It will be highlighted in blue.

Your records will then pull up.  The page will look like this.   
 
 
 

 
OPTIONS: 
You can sort titles by author, title, copyright date, etc.  by pulling down on 
unsorted tab box.  Then click on sort now.   This could take some time 
depending on the number of hits.  In this search, there were 1020 hits.  
Only 10 hits will show up per screen.  Just click on one of the numbers 
across the top or click on the “next” button. 
 
If you click on a title link, you will get a more-in-depth record. 
 
You can also click on the advanced search and do a combined search, e.g. 
Reading Counts 4 and books on the subject of baseball. This is more 
involved.  If you would like more information on this, you can always 
contact Mrs. Pottkotter, the media specialist. 
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
